
Houston Halloween & Party Expo Responds

Paper 

First Affiliates will be conducting their annual meeting prior to the show at the Hilton of 

Amercias Hotel, while Party Club of America will hold their meeting at the Four Seasons 

over the same dates.

The timing and location are 

perfect—our buying staff will be there,” said Barry Morin of Party City Corporation, 

expressing the opinion of many in the industry. 

In addition to providing a great place for buyers and exhibitors to do business 

and write orders, the Expo will also host several special events. These events include 

Rubies’ Annual Halloween Bash on Sunday, Jan. 25; a Halloween style show on 

Saturday, Jan. 24; an industry party hosted by Paper and Party Retailer on Friday, Jan. 

23; as well as Leg Avenue’s sexy costume style during show hours on the Expo floor.  

The Halloween and Party Expo has an easy online registration process for 

attendees. If attendees belong to a buying group, they simply need to provide the name 

of their buying group and their member number. Attendees who are not part of buying 

groups will need to provide proof of their business operations. Proof can include copies 

of their business license, resale tax certificate, or verification of tax-exempt status.
